We do hope you 
wi l l  enjoy work ing wi th th i s  dev ice !

A l though the operat ion of  the Cavex VacuFormer i s  fa i r ly  s t ra ight forward , 
we s trong ly  adv i se that  you read these Ins truct ions  carefu l ly  before us ing the 
machine.

In  order to fami l iar i se yourse l f  w i th the d i f ferent  vacuum forming var iants 
(mouth protector,  b leach ing tray,  sp l in t )  we recommend that  you fo l low the 
protoco ls  prov ided in  th i s  document . 

Caut ion !  Make sure the Cavex VacuFormer i s  pos i t ioned on a so l id  surface 
wi th suf f ic ient  room around i t  for  the heat ing e lement to move free ly  and 
such that  i ts  heat  cannot  af fect  other potent ia l ly  sens i t ive objects  or  areas .

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I N S T R U C T I O N S  F O R  U S E

1 .  Rotate the heat ing e lement to the rear (F ig .  1 ) .

2 .  S l ide the frame upwards (F ig .  2) .

3 .  Open the frame,  pos i t ion the appropr iate vacuum-forming p late and  
 carefu l ly  c lose the frame (F ig .  3) .

4 .  P lace the denta l  arch model*  on the vacuum p late (F ig .  4) .

5 .  Rotate the heat ing e lement to the front  and swi tch i t  on by set t ing the  
 t imer for  approx .  5  minutes** (F ig .  5) .

6 .  Heat  unt i l  the p late sags by 1 .5  to 2 cent imetres (F ig .  6) .

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*  Caut ion !  Make sure that  on ly  the denta l  arch i s  cast ,  i .e.  w i thout  a foot/ 
 pedesta l .  I f  the model  i s  too ta l l ,  the resu l t ing p iece may be too th in  from  
 an inc i sa l  aspect ,  wh ich may resu l t  in  the r i sk  of  fracture.
**  Caut ion !  The heat ing e lement on ly  swi tches on when the t imer has  
 been set !

7 .  Swi tch on the vacuum pump (v ia 0 to =) .  Us ing both hands ,  gent ly  move  
 the frame downwards so that  the p late wi l l  drape over the model .  Turn the  
 heat ing e lement to the rear ( f ig .  7 ) .  Let  the vacuum pump run for 1  minute.  
 Wai t  unt i l  the p late has coo led complete ly  before removing i t  f rom the  
 dev ice. 

8 .  Open the frame and take out  the vacuum-formed p late,  together wi th the  
 model  ( f ig .  8) .  Us ing large sc i s sors ,  cut  the p late from around the gypsum  
 model .  Gent ly  detach the p late from the gypsum model ,  tak ing care not  to  
 d i s tor t  i t .

9 .  Tr im the edges to the required shape and ,  i f  necessary,  smooth them us ing  
 a smal l  f in i sh ing d i sc in  the micro motor at  a low rpm.

Caut ion !
-   Use on ly  earthed e lectr ica l  sockets .
-   On ly use the dev ice indoors .
-   The Cavex VacuFormer inc ludes a ‘max imum safety ’  feature.  Th i s  w i l l  
 engage and swi tch the heater of f  automat ica l ly  i f  i t  has been in  operat ion  
 for  too long .  Once the dev ice has coo led down (approx .  15  to 30 min . )  the  
 safety funct ion wi l l  d i sengage and the Cavex VacuFormer can be operated  
 once more.
-   Do not  leave the heat ing e lement above the hand les ;  th i s  w i l l  prevent  them  
 f rom becoming too hot  to touch .
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A D D I T I O N A L  I N S T R U C T I O N S  F O R  U S E

Spl int  & Brux ism
Spl int+ ( 1 .0  mm) ,  Sp l int  X-Heavy ( 1 .5  mm) and Brux ism (2 .0 mm)
One s ide of  the p lates  i s  covered wi th a b lue f i lm conta in ing a mois ture-
repe l lent  layer.  A smal l  amount  of  paraf f in  o i l  has  a l so been added to the 
p late to make i t  less  suscept ib le to mois ture.  In  the event  of  in tense heat ing , 
th i s  paraf f in  o i l  may s tart  to smoke s l ight ly.  Th i s  i s  not  harmfu l . 

Mouth Protector
For the manufacture of  t ransparent  mouth protectors  for  var ious sports .

Mouth Protector Clear.  Th ickness 3 .8  mm, bu i l t  up from 2 layers     
Su i tab le for  younger ch i ldren and less  robust  sports .

Mouth Protector X-Pro Clear.  Th ickness 5 .0 mm, bu i l t  up from 3 layers   
Su i tab le for  teenagers/adu l ts  and more robust  sports .

Bleach trays
I n tended for use as  b leach-tray p lates  for  the whi ten ing of  teeth wi th a home 
whi ten ing sys tem.  There i s  cho ice of  sof t  p lates  wi th a th ickness  of  1 .0  or 
1 .5mm. The 1 .5mm p late i s  somewhat s turd ier  and can be used for longer.
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F R E Q U E N T LY  A S K E D  Q U E S T I O N S  /  I S S U E S

1 .  Tear ing and/or overstretch ing of  the vacuum forming p late

Cause
Th i s  may happen i f  the p late has become too hot ,  caus ing excess ive sagging . 
The p late i s  in tended to sag by a max imum of  1 .5  to 2 cent imetres dur ing 
heat ing .

Solut ion
Ensure proper and un i form heat ing of  the p late,  and ensure that  the heat ing 
e lement i s  rotated to the rear in  t ime.

2 .  The p late becomes qui te th in at  the inc isa l  edges

Cause
Th i s  can happen as a resu l t  of  the gypsum model  be ing too ta l l .  I t  may a l so 
occur when a gypsum model  i s  not  pos i t ioned centra l ly.

Solut ion
Tr im the gypsum model  down to a he ight  of  2 .5  cent imetres as  a max imum.
Make sure that  the anter ior  part  i s  or iented more towards the centre.
I f  necessary,  p lace a rubber r ing ( inc luded in  the de l ivery)  on the perforated 
p late and pos i t ion the model  r ight  in  the centre.

3.  Insuf f ic ient  render ing of  deta i l

Cause
Th i s  i s  of ten the resu l t  of  insuf f ic ient  heat ing or too short  a vacuum t ime.

Solut ion
Al low for suf f ic ient  vacuum t ime (approx .  30 to 60 seconds) .

4.  The p late i s  s tuck in  the vacuum holes

Cause
The p late has become so sof t  due to extended heat ing that  i t  has been 
sucked in to the ho les  dur ing the vacuum process .

Solut ion
Avoid over ly- long heat ing .
Carefu l ly  t ry to pr i se the p late from the ho les .

C a u t i o n !  NEVER c lean the Cavex VacuFormer wi th organ ic so lvents .

P R O B L E M  S O LV I N G

funct ions appropr iate ly,  you can take one of  the act ions spec i f ied be low. 
I f  these fa i l  to so lve the prob lem,  p lease contact  your dea ler.

Problem Cause Solut ion
No power when the 
dev ice i s  sw i tched on .

Power cord not  f i t ted 
proper ly  at  socket .

Inspect  the power 
supp ly.

Broken fuse. Check the fuse.

Heat ing e lement does 
not  funct ion af ter  the 
main swi tch has been 
engaged.

T imer not  swi tched on . S tart  the t imer by 
turn ing the knob.

Max imum safety feature 
has been engaged due 
to over ly  long use of  the 
VacuFormer.

Wai t  unt i l  the heat ing 
e lement has coo led 
down and try again .

Fau l ty  power supp ly. D i spatch dev ice for 
repair.

DVacuum motor fa i l s  to 
funct ion af ter  the swi tch 
has been engaged.

Max imum safety 
overheat ing protect ion 
has been engaged.

Wai t  unt i l  the heat ing 
e lement has coo led 
down and try again .

Fau l ty  vacuum motor. D i spatch dev ice for 
repair.

The frame wi l l  not  move 
up and down free ly.

The frame may have 
become e i ther too t ight 
or  too loose due to 
frequent  use.

Us ing the A l len key 
(supp l ied wi th the 
dev ice) ,  loosen or 
t ighten the frame as 
appropr iate at  the rear.

The vert ica l  shaf t 
requ ires  lubr icat ion .

C lean the vert ica l  shaf t 
and app ly a lubr icant , 
such as  Vase l ine.
